Some questions in the proposal have specified word limits. Please ensure that you do not exceed these limits. Answers that clearly exceed the word limits will not be read.

Question 1: Title of investigation (120 characters including spacing.) 
Please give a title for the investigation. 
Question 2: Details of lead applicant 
Please give the lead applicant details as requested. The institution named will be expected to administer the funds if the application is successful. Most of the contact with applicants throughout the application process will be by email. If more than one email address is supplied, both will be used when contacting the lead applicant. 
Question 3: Lay summary (300 words) 
Please give a lay summary of the project. If you are successful in your bid for funding, your lay summary may be used for a variety of purposes. ACBS may, for example, wish to publish it on the Contextual Behavioral Science website. Language should therefore be clear, with scientific language and jargon kept to a minimum. Please say why there is a need for your project, what question you are hoping to answer, what approach you are taking, and what impact you expect your work to have on either further research or for the development of Contextual Behavioral Science. 
Question 4: Start and end dates / project term 
Project start dates should be January. Please indicate and provide justification if you wish to start at a later date. 

Please note that time needed for ethical approval must be built into the timeframe for the project. A scientific report is required by the end of the reporting period which will be indicated in the grant contract issued to successful applicants. 
Question 5: Details of co-applicants (co-investigators)
There is no limit on the number of co-applicants a lead applicant can include, but co-applicants are expected to be able to make a clearly defined and meaningful contribution to the project. 
Question 6: Outline description of project (1,500 words) 
Please give an outline description of the project. This should include: 

• 
an outline of your research objectives (including a clear statement of your research question); 

• 
a justification of the need for the research (including evidence of the gap in the current CBS literature and knowledge-base of the area being explored); 

• 
a brief, though clear, project timetable; 

· a description of the sample size, sample composition and subject recruitment strategy; 

• 
outline details of the research design and methods of analysis you intend to use; and 

• 
a clear statement of either possible or expected outcomes. 
Question 7: Institutional Environment (300 words)
Please describe the environment for your project. (scientific environment, access to populations, collaborations, quality of research facilities, availability of mentorship for early career investigators, etc.)
Question 8: Outline description of resources 
Please indicate the total funding required for the project, item by item and a justification for all requested resources. 
Additional Application Components Specific to the Inclusive Science Grant Award:

1. Biosketch or CV of the PI(s).

2. Brief description (up to 300 words) of how the scientific team will include

interdisciplinary or DEI integration (e.g., allied health professionals and/or

complementary academic disciplines that are NOT usually a part of ACBS; a description

of how underserved, underrepresented, or marginalized groups will be equitably included

in the research).

3. Brief description (up to 300 words) of how this award will be used to apply for larger-

scale competitive grant funding This includes information related to the future study

design, grant funding agency/mechanism, and other preliminary data already obtained

that will be combined to support the future grant proposal.
